Unfinished Business:

Delinquencies:  (private)
Recruitment of New Board Member: Rhonda Goldstein has kindly offered to join the Board.  Jody and Rhonda will discuss dividing up Secretary responsibilities.

Fence Repairs: Latches were purchased, but Daniel has not been contacted yet to install them.

Tree Replacement: Matt arranged to have 6 raspberry Sundae Crepe Myrtle trees installed around the pond, which are guaranteed for one year by Ashley’s General Services at a cost of $585.  The Board discussed and approved up to $500 to replace the maple at the front of the sub with a Red Sunset Maple.  Planting won’t occur until spring.  At that time, we will also discuss if one more cherry tree is needed near the pond.

Security Patrols: Last security reports were reviewed showing no problems in our community.  Chris has not heard back from Longmeade Crossing HOA about the finalization of increasing security patrols to ten months per year.

Establishment of AVHOA website: Chris has found out that a website for AVHOA would cost about $200/year.  He is investigating website possibilities further.

Lissee garage door: There was no response to the first letter sent informing them that the garage door with glass panels in it was not approved.  A second letter will be sent.
