Unfinished business

Delinquencies:

Defining Board positions:  It was nominated by Jody and seconded by Rhonda that Chris Cusack be our new President.  It was nominated by Chris and seconded by Jody that Tom Barthold remain as our Treasurer.  It was nominated by Chris and seconded by Tom that Rhonda Goldstein be the Corresponding Secretary, that Jody Polon be the Recording Secretary and that Matt Supple remain as our Member at Large.

Fence repairs:  On hold due to the weather.

Security Patrols: Jody reviewed the last security patrol reports and found no crime activity in our community.

AVHOA Website: Chris continues to investigate the possibility of having a website.  Areas we are thinking of including on the website include the budget, architectural guidelines and forms, bylaws, pictures of the 3 model homes and the welcome packet.

Architectural Committee

Lissee: A second letter was sent requesting that he change his garage door panel containing the glass to a plain one.  This letter was sent in January with no response yet. Chris will contact the attorney, asking them to send Lissee a letter requesting that the architectural change be completed.

Sanchez: A second letter was sent requesting that they complete the required architectural change request forms.  Amanda Sanchez’s cousin is currently handling her affairs, and assured Jody in January that she would complete the forms.  The forms have not yet been received by the HOA.

Shanenberger: The request that they remove the basketball backboard from their lawn was completed.  Rhonda will send a letter thanking them for their cooperation.

Bagley: A car has been sitting in her driveway for several months with a flat tire.  The Board approved for Rhonda to send a letter asking her to either repair the tire or have the car removed, since our bylaws state that a car on a driveway needs to be in working order.

Annual Survey:  Due to the weather, no updates on this. Matt did pass out the survey report forms for the Board to review.

Guidelines Task Force: Jody will forward the report from the task force to the Board for them to review prior to our next meeting, so that we will be able to discuss it then.

New Business

-Newman had a rock thrown through his window shortly after midnight in January, which was reported to police.

-A neighborhood street light was broken, and one of our residents offered to called the County to have them repair it.

-Rhonda raised a concern regarding the lack of snow removal on the Layhill Rd sidewalks.  The County sent a letter to the church asking them to keep the sidewalks clear, with no improvement observed yet this winter.  Chris will ask Longmeade’s HOA if they would pay their snow removal company to clear that portion of the sidewalk for the children’s safety.

-The audited financial statements should be ready to mail by April 1.

-Bill Walker of 2212 Cherry Leaf Lane raised a concern about his neighbors across the street parking 2 vehicles consistently on his curb.  He is investigating with the county information on what his options are in regards to restrictive parking to help with his problem and to decrease the number of cars parked on our neighborhood streets in general.
