March 2005 Minutes

Argyle Village Homeowner’s Association

The meeting was held at Rhonda Goldstein’s house, and began at 7:45.  In attendance were Chris Cusack, Tom Barthold, Rhonda Goldstein and Jody Polon.  The February minutes were unanimously approved, with the spelling of one resident’s name be verified.

Unfinished business

Delinquencies: (private)
Fence repairs: No work has been done on this due to inclement weather.

Security Patrols:  The patrols will run from 3/1/05 through 10/31/05, with a cost to our association of $2,016, which Tom will arrange payment for.

AVHOA website: Chris continues to investigate, but he did find a company that charges $31/month with no start up fee that looks hopeful.  The Board unanimously voted to approve $400 to run the website for the remainder of this fiscal year.  Other items to include on the website include Koger’s contact information and a link to the county’ website.

Mailing of tax returns and financial statements: Taxes were completed which showed that AVHOA owes $0 to state and federal taxes.  The audit was completed was no areas of concern.  The reserves remain around $50,000. The cost to complete the taxes and audit was $900.  Tom and Chris signed the necessary paperwork, and they will likely be mailed out to the community next week.

Architectural committee

1.Chris will contact the lawyers regarding how to proceed with Sanchez   and Lissee who still have not responded after the second letter was sent regarding their architectural changes. 

2. Rhonda will send a second letter to Bagley regarding the car with a flat       tire in her driveway, since there has been no response to the first letter.

1. Rhonda will also survey the neighborhood and write a letter to those people who are not properly storing their large paper recycling bins.

2. Since Matt was not present, there was no update on the Annual survey.

3. The Board started to discuss the recommendations made by the Architectural Task Force, and how they could best be utilized by the Board and community.  This will be discussed further at future meetings.

New business

Tom gave an update on the Layhill Alliance and their reformation.  He recommended that we not pay dues to join them because 1. Of the current turmoil surrounding the reformation and 2. If we joined, we would need to vote on topics, which our bylaws prohibit us from doing.

Ongoing projects
