April 2005 Minutes

Meeting began at 7:37 at Tom’s house.  Present were Tom Barthold, Chris Cusack, Matt Supple, Rhonda Goldstein and Jody Polon.  The minutes from March 2005 were unanimously approved.

Unfinished Business

Delinquencies:  (private)
Fence Repairs:  Now that the weather is nicer, Tom will try to get the fence latches replaced on those designated in need of repair in the community.  He will also begin to investigate finding a company to paint the community’s picket fences.

AVHOA Website:  Chris reports that there will be a live demo for him to try in approximately one week.

Replacement of tree near entrance:  Matt will call about this sometime this week.

Architectural Committee

Sanchez:  Her architectural change request forms were received and reviewed at the meeting.  Rhonda will call her to see when the project is expected to be completed.  The Board agreed to approve her request.

Polon:  Jody presented her architectural change request to change her backyard fence.  It was discussed, and the Board approved her request.

Bagely (car with flat tire) and Lissee (garage door with windows):  Two letters have been sent to each of them, with no response yet.  Our lawyers have asked for copies of the letters sent in addition to pictures, which Chris will forward to them.

Large recycling bins:  Rhonda surveyed neighborhood, found 5 homes leaving the large bins out in front yard, she sent them letters asking them to store the bins out of sight, which 4/5 homes have done.  Rhonda sent thank you letters to those who complied.

Annual Survey:  Now that the weather has improved, Matt will begin organizing this.

New Business

Pond Fence Repairs: Jody called the company who installed the fence to have them repair the 3 broken top rails, but it cost $625.  So, the Board agreed to ask Daniel to replace them for up to $250 for parts and labor.

AGM/block Party:  Tentative dates for either 7/23 or 7/30 were established, and Jody will contact Mark Bargeski so that he can begin planning.

Speeding cars:  In addition to notices put in the newsletter asking people to slow down, Rhonda will also call the Dept. of Transportation to see if we can borrow an electronic speed reporting device that will show people how fast they are driving.

Slow moving cars: Two neighbors reported to Matt that some slow moving cars were seen in the neighborhood, possibly “casing” it out.  A notice will be put in the next newsletter asking the community to stay alert and to call our security patrols if they notice anything suspicious.

Spring dumpster:  Tom will try to have it booked for Sat, May 21st.  Jody and Matt will keep an eye on it to make sure that it is not overfilled.

Sloan’s fence:  Concerns were raised about the dilapidated condition of the fence, and the resulting safety concerns.  Chris will contact the County to see what rights we have to ask them to repair it.

Legal contract: Chris received this year’s legal contract, which shows slightly higher fees in most areas.  It was agreed that Chris should sign the contract.

Ongoing Projects
Jody will call Virginia Lake Management Company, and ask them to look at our pond to give us an estimate of what they would charge should we need them on a consult basis for the upkeep of the pond.

There are no updates on records retention, screen planting and entrance sign.
