Unfinished Business:

Delinquencies:  (private)

A pond maintenance company will be out within the next week for a free consultation regarding prices to manage the pond, especially the duck weed problem.

AVHOA website: The domain name picked for the website is “Argyle Village HOA” and we will go with the basic package to be paid annually.  We will be using the letterhead logo for the logo on the website.  Chris will get an updated resident directory in excel from Koger, and Jody provided Chris with bylaws etc. on disk to download onto the website.

Tree replacement: Matt called the company regarding tree replacement, but his phone call has not been returned yet.

Block party: The AGM/block party will be held Sunday, July 24th from 3-7PM on Pondside Drive.  Mark Bargeski will coordinate similar activities as we had last year and will investigate the possibility of getting a dunk tank and rental canopy.
