Argyle Village HOA

Annual General Meeting

July 24, 2005

Board members present were Chris Cusack, Matt Supple, Jody Polon and Rhonda Goldstein.  Tom Barthold was unable to attend for professional reasons, but he did prepare a report, which Matt presented. Chris Cusack called the meeting to order. 

President’s Report 

Chris talked briefly about the increased security patrols, the new tress planted around the pond, the new tree that will be planted toward the front of the neighborhood, the development of the Argyle Village HOA website, and the current problem of turning the pond maintenance over to the county.

Treasurer’s Report

The HOA currently has $40,000 in reserves, residents have been more timely in paying their dues this year, there is one outstanding resident who is significantly delinquent in paying his dues, and that the Board is looking into fence repair/painting for the community white picket fences as a cost to come from the reserves this upcoming year.

Matt’s Report (Member at Large)

Matt spoke briefly about the trees that were planted around the pond, and that he hoped to organize the neighborhood walk-around to occur in the next few weeks.  Matt had a sign-up sheet for this that he asked people to volunteer for.

Jody’s Report (Recording Secretary)

Jody informed the community about the pond contract with Virginia Lake Management Company to thin out the lily pads, and to treat the algae and duckweed problem within the next few weeks.  Jody thanked Matt on behalf of the community for keeping the pond cleaned of trash.  There was a brief discussion about what the residents thought about paying approximately $1650 a year for pond maintenance, which would result in an increase of $2/month in dues.  There was not strong feedback in either direction, but there was a suggestion that we defer signing a maintenance contract until possibly next year.

Resident’s Feedback

1. One resident raised concern about speeding cars in neighborhood, and suggestions were made to see about posting speed limit signs and having stop signs at all neighborhood intersections.

2. Two other residents raised concern about poison ivy growing into their property from the Argyle Village Country Club.  The Board will contact their maintenance department, asking them to remedy this problem ASAP. 

3. Another resident raised concern about the country club burning leaves in the fall and spring, which resulted in a lot of smoke being blown onto their property.  The Board will also address this with the country club.

Elections

The nominating Committee received no nominations for the Board, so the current Board members of Chris Cusack, Tom Barthold, Jody Polon, Matt Supple and Rhonda Goldstein were up for re-election.  Of the five proxies received at the time of the meeting and the fifteen households represented at the AGM, the Board was unanimously re-elected for the upcoming year.
