March 2006 Minutes

14 March 2006
The meeting was called to order at 7:35 with Tom Barthold, Chris Cusack and Jody Polon present.  Matt Supple and Rhonda Goldstein were unable to attend.  The minutes from February 2006 were unanimously approved.

Old Business

1. Delinquencies:   We have gone past letter two on the XXXXXX delinquency, and we have referred the account to the Thomas Schild Law Group for collection.  A surprising number of familiar names are on the late payment report for February.  We will monitor.
2. Fence Repairs:  Chris and Tom will continue to measure the community fences so we can start pricing out repair costs and have the work done ASAP.  We may be half way complete. 

3. Pond spillway:  No updates
4. Tax and audit: Tax day for us is Wednesday, March 15.  The accountant is swamped and asked if he could file an extension for us.  We should have no liability.  We have a carryforward of an overpayment with the IRS and Maryland.  I agreed to the extension.  Our tax return and audit will apparently be on delay this year.  Let me note that we get a very good rate for the work and Daly, Hamad & Assoc. seem pretty conscientious.
Looking ahead, we will need mailing labels, and return address labels for the annual mailing of the financial statements.
5. XXXXX: All of the information he requested was supplied to him.
6. Website: Chris will update the website soon.
7. Security Patrols: The contract was signed by Chris, and he will call Longmeade Crossing HOA to find out what the final cost will be for this year.
Architectural Committee

1. XXXXXX: Chris signed the “Legal and complaint relief” form and sent it back to TSLG to proceed with the legal process to have the garage doors changed.

2. Annual survey: Rhonda will send out the forms to complete the survey within the month now that the weather is warmer.  She hopes to do this year’s survey in August of this year.

3. XXXXXX:  They notified the Board that they were making a change, but did not feel that they needed to fill out the necessary forms.  The Board is sending them a letter asking them to fill out the necessary forms because changing their basement windows does need approval.

New Business

1. Broken Fence Rail: The Board approved up to $100 to have Daniel replace the broken fence rail at the pond.

2. Missed garbage pick-ups:  For 3 weeks in a row B&B did not do their normal pick-up on Thursdays for Pondside Drive or Pondside Terrace.  Two times they came on Fridays after Jody called them Thursday evening.  Will continue to monitor.

3. Jonathan Johnston called to report a complaint about the Argyle Village Country Club’s dog waking him early in the morning several times.  He has called the country club to complain and the police told him to call them in the future if this continues.

4. Sloans: Tom noticed a green sludge like material coming across their sidewalk and leading to the pond.  Chris will call the county environmental department to see if they can see what it is (Possible septic tank leak?)

5. Tom asked if Rhonda could send out letters to neighbors like Williams and Bagley who are not storing their trashcans out of site, as our Bylaws said they should.  Their has also been a large tree stump sitting at the curb at a residence on Pondside Terrace (near the pond) which needs to be removed, so Rhonda will send them a letter notifying them of this.
