May 2006 Minutes

9 May 2006

Meeting was begun at 7:40 with all Board members present.

Old Business

1. Delinquencies: Tom reported xxxxx is paid in full, and the only person out of compliance is xxxxx who is over 60 days late

2. Picket Fence Repairs:  Tom and Chris have measured all but 7 fences.  Soon they will call painting companies to get quotes.

3. Pond Spillway: No update

4. Security patrols: They have only been seen by Board members a few times, so Rhonda will e-mail Ruchita Patel to make sure the security patrol knows to watch our neighborhood regularly.

5. Pond Fence: Daniel repaired 4 fence rails, and submitted a bill for $210, which the Board approved.

6. Sloan’s sludge: Chris called the county EPA who said they would need to go on the Sloan’s property to investigate, which the Sloan’s refused to let them do.  We will continue to monitor, take pictures and send a letter with photos if the problem persists.

7. Taxes/audit:  The extension has been filed.  Koger recommended without a specific reason that we no longer do our taxes with Daly, Hammod and Associates.  Tom will investigate reasons why further.

Architectural Committee

1. xxxxx: Suit was filed with no changes to garage doors yet

2. Annual survey:  Rhonda sent out new letters and reminder letters to those who initially received letters in the fall.

3. Katchay: Storm door was approved unanimously.

4. xxxxx: They changed the size of windows on their house without seeking approval from the Board.  They were informed of the paperwork they needed to complete, but haven’t done it yet.  Rhonda will send them the necessary forms again.

5. Bargeski: They submitted a request to paint their trim and garage doors white again, to paint their door a darker blue color and to add a storm door. Their request was approved.

New Business

1. Bryan Byrd requested that we reimburse him for work that he already paid to have done on his picket fence.  Tom sent him a letter requesting receipts before we would consider his request.

2. The AGM/block party will be held Sunday, July 23rd
3. 2 dumpsters will be ordered for the weekend of June 3rd and 4th, and Matt volunteered to monitor them.

4. There have been two recent robberies in the community that happened during the day by way of breaking into the home through the window on the back of the house.  We will distribute a flyer to inform the neighborhood to stay more alert.  The homes were 2327 and 2409 Pondside Terrace.

5. Koger incorrectly billed xxxxx for legal fees due to architectural suit.  Tom will send a letter of apology to xxxxx for the error by Koger.

6. The residents at 2333 Pondside Terrace have requested that a letter be sent stating that they are in architectural compliance for the community and that their dues are paid in full, so that they can finalize the sale of their house.
