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Board Minutes for September 2006

18 September 2006
Meeting was called to order at 7:40 with Chris Cusack, Rhonda Goldstein, Tom Barthold and Matt Supple present.  The minutes from July 2006 were unanimously approved.

Old Business

1. Delinquencies: xxxx and xxxx are the only residents currently delinquent.

3. xxxxx:  Instead of painting his garage door and front door white as he had requested and was approved the doors were painted another shade of blue.  Rhonda will send him a letter to submit another Architectural Change Request for the new color or to repaint the doors white by the end of October.
4. Annual survey:  Rhonda will send out thank you letters to those homeowners who made repairs and reminders to those who did not.  Survey will now be completed in the Spring instead of the Fall to give homeowners more time to make repairs

5. Hoffman:  Request to expand deck by 2 feet, unanimously approved.

6. Lordo:  Removed trees, still deciding what she is going to do to yard/deck.
New Business

1. Trees:  Some of the trees in the circles appear to be dead, we will keep an eye on them and determine in the Spring if they need to be replaced.
2. Pond:  Connie Patterson is interested in putting together a committee for pond maintenance.  Jody is going to talk to Connie.
3. We are still looking for a Recording Secretary.

4. Commercial Vehicles:  Commercial Vehicles are still being parked on the street.  Chris will find the telephone number homeowners can call to report commercial vehicles.
